Dominik Orth holds a Master’s degree in psychology and business administration from the 
University of Zurich. His professional yet down-to-earth personality, his strong networking skills 
and his passion for photography, have made him valuable contacts all over the world and make 
of him a very pleasant and flexible photographer easy to collaborate with. 

His work in the fields of reportage, landscape and portraits includes domestic and international 
clients such as DKSH, Unicef, Nikon, Louis Vuitton, Credit Suisse and Chivas Regal. Recently he is 
the official photographer of The Swiss Air-Ambulance «Rega».  

His pictures have been published in renowned national and international newspapers, 
magazines and Annual Reports of multinational organizations. Furthermore, his photographs 
have been on display in several exhibitions in Switzerland and Germany and are sold to both, 
private and institutional collectors.
